Refrain from loud, unruly talking, vulgar language; swearing and other unbecoming conduct.
Dress appropriately for the occasion and event, as deemed by event organizers.
Demonstrate sportsmanship in all competitions and contests. I will be modest in winning and generous in
defeat.
Utilize teamwork to help others succeed.
Cooperate in all programs and activities.
Attend and be on time to meetings, events, and activities.
Represent the National Belted Galloway Association, the Belted Galloway breed, the beef industry and the
agriculture industry with pride.

Consequences of breaking the NJBGA Code of Conduct and any additional rules set forth at any
NJBGA-sponsored event may include, but are not limited to, removal from the NJBGA Junior council as
well as not being allowed to participate in future NJBGA-sponsored events and/or shows.

BGS Director of Junior Activities and the Executive Director have authority to determine consequences
for conduct (listed and non-listed) deemed unacceptable.
